Introduction: 7he American family is under siege. We don’t need statistics, or
opinion polls to tell us that Satan is causing great destruction within the family (John
10:10). Following Saul’s death, the tribe of Judah quickly made David their king (II
Samuel 2:1-4). It would take over seven years before the other eleven tribes would follow
suit and make David king over ALL of Israel (Il Sam.5:1-5). What separated the men of
Issachar from their Jewish brothers, is what we need from godly men today.
